The first impression of Mircea Nicolau’s paintings is cosmogonic, unexpected.

We are in front of an universe born right now, which is developing, exploding or able to disappear slowly, transforming itself into organized
structures or disorganizing chaotically its forms, in a continuing fascinating change.

It’s a sort of science-fiction ballet, an architecture with oniric dimensions, in which the bridges are cosmic rays. The gates stop the trajectory
of the planets, the stars construct Babel towers and the tide-waters are changing into light fields.

The matter is at the same time heavy and imponderable, the light cuts the shadowy stalactites and the abstract space interdicts any reference
toward picturesque, rejecting everything which could be organized as common landscape.

The Germans consider that he is and they are partially right. But to my mind he cannot be easily placed into a category or another. |
perceive an elegant transition from the figurative towards an abstract world, then from the abstract towards the fantastic, from the fantastic
towards a philosophical interpretation of life and death, of the genesis, of the cosmos.

The idea serves the image. And vice versa.

The painter reinterprets the reality according to his own imagination, also using the secrets of the surrealists, elements of composition
such as the egg (the universe), the shell (perfection), the butterflies (the need of fantasy), the masks (mystery and surprise), the chessboard
(fatality and meditation), the statues (metaphysics), the fish (dynamics), and the flowers (hope)...

The interpretations are of course mine as an onlooker and they don’t impose on anybody. The window of imagination is wide open...

The paintings signed by Mircea Nicolau are harmonious, the shapes are refined and the colours familiar.

But a feeling of good restlessness accompanies the artist and implicitly the onlooker with whom he shares the intelligent and unusual
interpretations of the human existence, of the universal equilibrium in a bracing and, in the end, optimistic universe.
