Victor Ceban —Found In the New Search

With the occasion of the first exhibition that I organized for Victor Ceban (in Predeal, 2016) I was writing about a
graphic artist that was in an on going search.

Of course I enjoyed this unusual artist's approach, otherwise I would not have continued this exhibitional
journey with a new personal one at the Galati Museum of Visual Art where my curator and graphic artists colleagues were
as delighted as [ was.

What followed was a collaboration with the Romanian Society of Figurative Artists (2016) and two group
exhibitions called 'In the Mirror — Contrast' at the National Village Museum 'Dimitrie Gusti', Bucharest and at the Prahova
Country Museum of Art 'lon Ionescu Quintus', Ploiesti (2017).

I'am only referring to the exhibitions in which I was involved directly.

During this exhibitional journey, I had the pleasure of noticing that what I wrote at the first display at the
Romanian events is shaping out and that my hope that Victor Ceban finds himself, while on going searching is fulfilled.

Victor is still searching, but I think this is a new search.

['think he found himself through searching.

He started with portraits drawn with a magic pencil, then he emerged himself in the wax (pencil) technique,
water colours, fulfilled himself in the mixed technique and now the oil charge is his new challenge. Actually, this is not new
to him, but the pencil is faster. After two years of experience fighting with the displays and the public, praises received
from Italy and other places, Ceban reached very quickly the maturity of what he wants and knows he can do.

The art that remains.

People talked, wrote many beautiful things about Victor Ceban.

As for me, I am happy that the trust that  bestowed on him is being rewarded.

What strikes you about Ceban is his passion for Venice.

Landscapes, gondolas, unusual corners, the most outdated clothes hung out to dry on balconies, mystery, water,
bridges, flowers.

Everything created with the accuracy of plastic science driven by a continuous search for subjects.

It was only natural for things to happen this way.

Let's not forget that before he became Ceban V., he was C. Victorius.

I'was the one who changed his name whan I saw what he was capable of.

Someone who was capable of creating oil paintings after Dutch masterpieces of the X VII century was in need of
a new horizon for using the talent received from God, as he had been trained in the environment of excellent Russian
tradition.

As if desperate, Ceban discovered the Venetian landscape. After that, with the help of Dragos Filip, he
discovered medieval Sighisoara.

Ceban is actually a tormented man.

Everyone who admires him, gives him all sorts of suggestions.

He clearly knows how to paint. People suggested static nature. He created them. And he did so excellently. You
feel like biting his apples. Or like taking a flower and offer it to your lover. Not to mention the recent works of art that make
you fantasize just by watching a beautiful lady or make you take up drinking enthusiastically and the smell of apples and
nut grinding.

Venice remains, probably because of the fantasize lagoon filled with sins, so to say, because they are artistic sins,
unknown and misunderstood. Those who understand the meaning of this witticism are the wise ones.

Victor Ceban is both wise and instinctual, in the plastic sense of the word.

Hence the science of the portrait. Do not ask him to create a work of art just by seeing a photograph.

He will create something perfect, but dull. Let him feel, as a sinner, the look, the smell, even the fear of the one
asking for the portrait.

Let him play in the Carnival of Venice. Let him dress up his models, put masks on their faces and then remove
them.

Lethim be an insane person that can smash a plum or a grape and make colours from their juice.

Let him follow his instincts and when he wants to amplify something, ask him to stop

It's clear.

I found the phrase. Victor Ceban is a volcano that ignores how much lava he can set free.

Balchik is a new step after Venice.

I'am sure that me and my friends have all the reasons to expect the most out of his talent.

I have to admit, master Ceban delighted me from the beginning, both as a person, always with a smile on his face,
with an apparent shyness which lets the inner tumult be seen, and due to the accuracy of his working technique, of the
expressiveness and realism of a well-defined brush stroke, of the colors and cromatics, which remind us of the great
Russian school of painting, with influences of the Viennese School.

More than that, I was fascinated by the finesse and accuracy of the portrait's technique.

Ceban paints not a portrait, but a soul, having the rare quality to see the soul through the eyes of the model. And if
sometimes, rarely, the portraits do not match the model's expectations, this is not the master's fault, it's because the eyes
talk, speak about that person's soul. No wonder we say that the eyes are the mirror of the soul.

Victor Ceban is an aesthete in the true sense of the word, he sees beyond images, he transcends, he feels more than
anyone what to add and where, he floats between soft colors and lines.

Landscapes and static nature in which we can find, at a careful analysis, post-impressionists accents, stand as
proof for this.

I am not a person that is easily impressed, I've seen a lot, but Victor Ceban dazzled me from the very beginning,
because he breaths art in its purest form - this legitimizes him and confirms his real talent that already aspires to the title of
Art Citizen.

Master Ceban is among the artists who have a strong word to say in the Romanian and European graphic art, thus
opening the gate towards a universality so dear to us — the art and beauty lovers, addicts.

We owe the invitation of exhibiting in your famous resort both to the Dignitas Foundation and to the Rotary
Mangalia and Rotary Balchik Clubs that made a true effort for a first-rate cultural manifestation. We thank them
profoundly for their efforts and we assure them that this artistic challenge will build a new bridge over the Danube,
bringing closer together, like brothers, the souls and characters the resonate at the same level.

Because, isn't it so? ART, this beautiful expression of spiritual turmoil, knows no boundaries.

Is Ceban perfect? Certainly NOT.

Can Ceban become perfect? Certainly YES.

Inaworld that is constantly changing, Ceban comes to tell us that beauty has returned home, in our souls.

This is proven by the finesse and accuracy of the details, of the well-shaped lines of his works. Almost on its own,
the colour flows and naturally lies where it is needed. The Great Russian Paining School once again says its word
elegantly. Portrait painter of a real artistic strength, landscape painter of real talent and a master of static nature, Victor
Ceban promises in the years to come to turn his existence into art, as an artist that dreams of a better, cleaner and more
beautiful world, as he falls asleep.

And as the dreams of the master often become reality, we can only hope for anew dream come true.
